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HAWAII 3R’S PROJECT AT DOLE MIDDLE SCHOOL TO REPAINT THE EXTERIOR OF THE ENTIRE CAMPUS

Over 100 Volunteers from Central Pacific Bank will be painting on Saturday, March 29, 2008 from 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon

Hawaii 3R’s has awarded a grant of $90,000 to Dole Middle School to repaint the exterior of the entire campus, which consists of thirteen buildings.  The State Department of Education (DOE) estimates that it would have cost over $400,000 to complete this project on its own.  Substantial savings like this is a hallmark of Hawaii 3R’s, which brings together community businesses, organizations, and volunteers to complete needed repair and maintenance projects at public schools statewide.  In this project, the commitment of three community-minded businesses has made this project possible.

First, Central Pacific Bank (CPB), in addition to providing over 100 volunteers, is making a contribution to offset part of the expenses.  This project signifies a new partnership between CPB and Hawaii 3R’s, and ties in well with CPB’s community banking philosophy.  Within CPB, much of the credit for planning this project and organizing the volunteers goes to Mr. Roy Amemiya, Jr, Senior Vice President of Government Relations, and Ms. Donna Takeda, Vice President and Manager of Community Banking.
Second, M. Shiroma Painting Company is providing a heavily discounted rate for this project, and has been prepping and painting the areas that volunteers cannot paint due to safety concerns and logistical issues.  Also, M. Shiroma and the Painting and Decorating Contractors Association of Hawaii (PDCA) will be providing staff on the volunteer day to train and monitor the volunteers.  Without the support  of Mr. John Ozaki, Estimator, and Mr. Glenn Shiroma, President, of M. Shiroma, the project would not have been able to encompass the entire campus.
Third, PPG Spectra-Tone Paints is donating much of the supplies that CPB volunteers will be using, which exemplifies its generosity when it comes to supporting schools.  Mr. Milton Deguchi, Regional Sales Manager, has been instrumental in ensuring that volunteers will have the necessary tools.

In 2001, U.S. Senator Daniel K. Inouye began an initiative called Hawaii 3R’s (Repair, Remodel, and Restore Hawaii’s public schools).  Working with State agencies, trade unions, businesses, the military, community leaders, parents, teachers, and students, the goal is to match State, federal, and private funds with volunteerism – “sweat equity” – both skilled and unskilled, to complete repair and maintenance projects at a significantly lower cost. 

Since 2001, Hawaii 3R’s has awarded 362 grants totaling $10.5 million to 161 different public schools statewide for repair and maintenance projects.  The State estimates that it would have cost $25.7 million to complete these projects on its own. 
Hawaii 3R’s receives funding from the State and Federal governments.  It has also received private funding from many organizations and individuals, including the Harold K.L. Castle Foundation, Hawaii Community Foundation, Campbell Estate and the James and Abigail Campbell Foundation, American Savings Bank, Prudential Locations, Armstrong Builders, Quill Group, Maui Land and Pineapple Company, and the Pierce Brosnan Family Trust.

Hawaii 3R’s awards grants to proactive public schools that step forward with enthusiastic volunteers, business support, and/or private contributions of equal or greater value to the requested grant amount.
