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The Hawaii 3R’s Technical Review Committee (TRC), which is made up of engineers, architects, and educators from the State and private sector, scored the applications based on five criteria: need for the project, quality of management plan, community and business involvement, leveraging of resources, and quality of maintenance plan.  According the TRC, all eleven applications met the criteria and deserved full consideration.  The Board of Directors then used the TRC rankings and the available funding level to determine that the seven highest scoring applicants would be given full approval, and the four lowest scoring applicants would only be given conditional approval.

Hawaii 3R’s receives its funding from the State and Federal governments, and from private contributors.  The shortage of funds at Hawaii 3R’s is a first in the program’s six-year history, and is primarily due to its success.  In 2006, Hawaii 3R’s expended $2.2 million for repair and maintenance project costs, which is no small amount.  However, in 2007, Hawaii 3R’s has already expended over $3.7 million due to an increase in demand from public schools.

Since 2001, Hawaii 3R’s has awarded 349 grants to 161 different public schools statewide totaling over $10.8 million for repair and maintenance projects.  The State estimates that it would have cost approximately $24.5 million to complete these projects on its own.  Since Hawaii 3R’s has received only $2.5 million in State funds over this same period, it can be calculated that Hawaii 3R’s has saved the State over $22 million in six years.

Hawaii 3R’s currently has a request into the State asking for the release of $400,000 that has already been appropriated to the program.  This request was made based on the fact that many of the projects that are completed address health and safety concerns.  The release of these needed funds would allow the four applicants that were given conditional approval to proceed, and allow for the funding of additional grants in the 2008.
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In 2001, Senator Inouye began an initiative called Hawaii 3R’s (Repair, Remodel, and Restore Hawaii’s public schools).  Working with State agencies, trade unions, businesses, the military, community leaders, parents, teachers, and students, the goal is to match State, federal, and private funds with volunteerism – “sweat equity” – both skilled and unskilled, to complete repair and maintenance projects at a significantly lower cost.

Hawaii 3R’s received funding from the State and Federal governments.  It has also received private funding from many organizations and individuals, including the Harold K.L. Castle Foundation, Hawaii Community Foundation, Campbell Estate and the James and Abigail Campbell Foundation, AT&T Foundation, American Savings Bank, Prudential Locations, and the Pierce Brosnan Family Trust.

Hawaii 3R’s awards grants to proactive public schools that step forward with enthusiastic volunteers, business support, and/or private contributions of equal or greater value to the requested grant amount.
